Establishment of Special Court for Overseas Pakistanis

The Board of Governors of OPF hailed and welcomed the passing
of Establishment of Special Court (Overseas Pakistanis Property)
Act, 2024 which will be established at ICT Islamabad. The Board
also congratulated the management for its role in achieving this
milestone. The Special Court will decide property cases of
overseas Pakistanis within ninety days. This initiative will provide
a big relief to the expatriates as their cases have been pending in
the courts for years. The Chairman informed that all provincial and
AJK governments will be requested to establish similar courts in
theirjurisdictions to facilitate the Pakistani diaspora.

Essential Measures for Overseas Pakistanis

Chairman highlighted that necessary initiatives are underway to
form an Overseas Pakistanis Advisory Council (OPAC) and
Overseas Pakistanis Youth Council (OPYC) for which Pakistani
Missions have been approached through formal channels to send
suitable nominations for the purpose. Similarly, an overseas
Pakistanis convention is to be convened, comprising two hundred
prominent Overseas Pakistanis and businessmen to attract
investmentand enhance remittances.
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Financial Aid Scheme cheques distribution ceremony at OPF Head Office
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Syed Qamar Raza, Chairman of the Board of Governors of the
Overseas Pakistanis Foundation (OPF), reaffirmed his resolve to
facilitate and provide relief to overseas Pakistanis and their
families with augmented efforts and dedication. He was
speaking in a simple ceremony while disbursing cheques
amounting to Rs.205.2 million under the Financial Aid Scheme
of OPF amongst 513 destitute families of overseas Pakistanis
who died or were injured while working abroad.

Sixty (60) cheques of Rs. 24 million were handed over to the
concerned families at OPF Head Office, Islamabad belonging to
Islamabad, Rawalpindi, Mansehra, Attock, Chakwal and
Abbottabad whereas the remaining 453 cheques will be
disbursed through Regional Offices of OPF at Karachi, Lahore,
Quetta, Peshawar, Multan and Mirpur (AJK) to facilitate the
beneficiaries at their local areas. Under the Financial Aid
Scheme, the OPF so far disbursed Rs.3.96 billion to 15,821
destitute families since introduction of the scheme in 1980.

The Chairman, OPF further said that financial assistance is not
an alternative to life but some relief for the families of the
deceased to minimize their financial sufferings. On the
occasion, Syed Qamar Raza extended his warm wishes for the
safety of all overseas Pakistanis working in various parts of the
world and assured continued welfare efforts by OPF for the
facilitation of overseas Pakistanis and their families.
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Overseas Pakistanis around the world have praised the
Establishment of Special Courts (Overseas Pakistanis Property) Act, 2024.

The Federal Minister for Overseas Pakistanis and Human Resource
Development Chaudhary Salik Hussain presented the Special Court
Bill for the Resolution of Property Disputes of Overseas Pakistanis from
the Upper House, which is a historic legislation to protect the rights of
Overseas Pakistanis. This Act provides quick and effective resolution of
property disputes to overseas Pakistanis.

Chairman Overseas Pakistanis Foundation Syed Qamar Raza met with
Acting President Syed Yousuf Raza Gilani at the Presidential Palace,
where they congratulated him on the approval of the bill to establish a
special court to protect the property of overseas Pakistanis. The
issues faced by overseas Pakistanis in Pakistan were discussed. Steps
are being taken to ensure the protection of the property of overseas
Pakistanis. The approval of the bill to establish a special court to protect
the property of overseas Pakistanis is an important development. Under
this bill, special courts will resolve issues related to illegal possession
of properties of overseas Pakistanis within 90 days. Overseas
Pakistanis are a valuable asset of our country.

All possible steps are being taken to protect the interests of
overseas Pakistanis. Emphasis will be placed on resolving the issues of
overseas Pakistanis on a priority basis.

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The Welfare and Services Department of OPF is providing services
in the following areas for the welfare and well-being of overseas
Pakistanis.

In case of accidental disability or death while working abroad,
financial assistance is provided to the affected family, whichis Rs.
4 lakhin case of death and Rs. 3 lakh in case of disability.

In case of death and permanent repatriation, OPF also provides
assistance for payment of dues.

Facilitation counters have been established at all international
airports of the country to facilitate and guide overseas Pakistanis.
Free ambulance service is provided for the transport of dead
bodies coming from abroad to their native places and Rs. 25,000 is
paidimmediately to the affected family for their funeral and burial.

For the convenience of overseas Pakistanis visiting OPF Head
Office, “NADRA Swift Center and Passport Counters” have
been established under one roof.

National Highway and Motorway Police Driving License
Authority H-8/2 Islamabad has set up a facilitation center for the
issuance of International Driving Licenses to overseas Pakistanis.

“Overseas Desk” has been established at Police Station F-6
Islamabad for the convenience of overseas Pakistanis.

“OPF Eye Hospital” is providing medical facilities in Yaro Khoso
Dera GhaziKhan.

Obtaining OPF membership has been made easy under which
overseas Pakistanis can obtain online membership from home.

A special complaints cell has been established for the redressal of
complaints where thereis afacility to register complaints at all times.

In addition, OPF is always ready to help overseas Pakistanis in
collaboration with other government agencies to deal with any
emergency or accidental situation.

A Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) has also been signed
with the German organization GIZ for the skill development and
employment of returning Pakistanis, under which 1,100 trade-
specific toolkits have been distributed to returning workers so
that they can start their own businesses.
